people had their feet catch on the surface, almost
causing a spill. The cost of the project was $15,000
for 4 courts. We also have a problem with tree roots,
which will increase our costs of resurfacing.. They
also painted a contrasting color-red, around the
courts. Our people thought that was a good idea.

Larry Smiley will be contacting an outside expert
to see if we need to start talking about
resurfacing some of our courts at the present
time. We will focus on the safety of our courts
being in jeopardy, due to the tree roots. We
would notify the HOA, in writing, of any
potential safety issue. We will attempt to have
some answers about this at our next meeting.
